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TEACHER OF BIOLOGY
Lingfield Notre Dame School is a Christian based school and welcomes staff and students from all faiths, and of none. It was founded in 1940 and is the only local independent day school which provides education for boys and girls from Nursery to Sixth Form. It is situated on the Meridian in 35 acres of attractive grounds surrounded by open countryside at the edge of Lingfield. Lingfield train station is approximately 10 minutes away on foot.  It has a wide catchment area, with pupils coming from as far afield as Sevenoaks, Crowborough, Woldingham, Westerham and Horsham. The Junior (2½-11 years) and Senior (11-18 years) Departments are each self-contained but the Juniors also use the Senior School facilities, including fully equipped Auditorium and 15 acre Sports Field.  There are approximately 825 students on roll.

The school is highly successful and oversubscribed and has a fine reputation for academic achievement and pastoral care.  In recent years the school has been undergoing a comprehensive development programme.  This has included new Science Laboratories throughout the school, Music & Drama, IT, Art & Technology facilities.  Sporting facilities have also been enhanced by the creation of two new Sports Halls on the Junior and Senior sites, a sports pavilion and Astroturf pitch, plus two extra pitches which will be in use in Spring 2011.  Four computer suites are in use on both sites. The Junior School now have a brand new assembly hall, four new classrooms, and the Foundation Stage pupils are enjoying a self contained block with its own playground. Three new dining rooms are in use around the school, including one in the dedicated Sixth Form Centre. 
Job description for Biology teacher required for September 2011
Science is a thriving and high-achieving department within the school.  The department has seven fully equipped teaching laboratories each with computers and data projectors and two of these are dedicated to Biology teaching.  The department uses the school’s e-learning system (MOODLE) to support students’ learning.  Pupils in Years 7 and 8 learn Science and in Years 9-13 Biology, Chemistry and Physics are taught by specialist teachers.  We broadly follow the national Curriculum in Years 7-9 beginning GCSE courses after the February half-term in Year 9.  In Year 10-11, pupils in the top sets do separate GCSEs in Biology, Chemistry and Physics and those in lower sets do GCSEs in Science (Year 10) and Additional Science (Year 11).  GCSE Sciences and A level Biology follow the AQA specifications.  Many of our A level students go on to study Biology and related subjects at university and these can include Oxbridge and medical school candidates.  Biology consistently produces results amongst the best in school at GCSE and A level and good value added is achieved.  Textbooks used include the Nelson Thornes AQA A level series and GCSE series and the Harper-Collins KS3 Science series.

We require from September 2011 a full time teacher of Biology.  The successful candidate should have excellent subject knowledge to cover the depth required by our A level students.  

Responsibilities include:

· To work with the Head of Science and Head of Biology to maintain the popularity and strength of the subject throughout the school

· To teach across the full range of age groups including GCSE and to share in the teaching of AS and A level Biology

· To develop the schemes of work with the Head of Science and Head of Biology to ensure that the syllabus is current and dynamic

· To participate in extra-curricular departmental activities including assemblies and Science clubs

· To participate in fieldwork activities as required by the Head of Biology

· To use a range of teaching methods, including the use of ICT, to stimulate students and to encourage them to develop a sense of enquiry

· To help develop the department’s Moodle pages on the school’s e-learning site

All full-time teachers are expected to run or to help supervise an extra-curricular activity.
Salary

Teachers are paid according to the main or upper pay scale with a loyalty bonus after 2 years.  Further allowances are paid for extra responsibilities.
